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Factcheck.org agrees with Governor Dean that the average tax cut for the bottom 60 percent was exactly $304.
 
Factcheck.org also agrees that the average tax cut for those making over $1 million was over $ 112,000.
 
It is also true that the average tax cut for the top 60 percent was almost $2000.
 
Factcheck.org’s objection is that the Governor did not say explicitly that he was referring to the bottom 60 percent, rather than the top 60 percent. However, the Governor always pairs the $304 figure with the $112,000 average tax break for millionaires. He is contrasting the huge tax break for the wealthy with the relatively small average cut for most Americans. When he says, “If you make over $1 million, you've got a $112,000 tax cut. Sixty percent of us got a $304 tax cut,” it is clear that he is not referring to the top 60 percent.
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Actually, our objection is that Dean said “60% of us got a $304 tax cut” when in fact most U.S. households got more. As noted, half got more than $470.
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
